1.  Financial support for TC officers (including 

TCC officers) for TC events (including the ACE) 

and for potential speakers in financial need. 

The A&WMA Board of Directors allocated $3,000 to 

fund Technical Council events which was then used 

by Technical Council to provide financial support to 

TC members (including TCC officers) who might need 

financial support to participate in TC events, such as 

the Annual Conference Technical Program Planning 

and Inter-council meetings and the Annual 

Conference and Exhibition (ACE).  I committed all 

$3,000 in amounts of $300 or less to individuals who 

requested assistance.  These individuals were active 

participants (e.g., chairs of sessions, TCCs, divisions, 

etc.) and did not have support from their employer.   

However, some individuals who had requested 

funding and to whom I had committed funds 

decided not to attend because the financial burden 

was still too great or did attend, but were able to 

receive funding elsewhere.  As a result, only $2,100 

was actually expended. 

Due to the uncertain economic times and financial 

situation of the Association, it is not clear that funds 

will be available next year.  However, I will try to 

obtain funds for next year as the Board and Finance 

Committee begin work on the 2010 budget.  In 

addition, Technical Council will try to solicit and use 

donated funds if A&WMA funds are not available.  

Delbert Eatough, Past Chair of Technical Council, will 

be soliciting donated funds to support Technical 

Council officers in addition to separate funds to 

support speakers in financial need.  The Board of 

Directors approved the speaker assistance program 

in June.  I will report in a later Newsletter or 

separately on the status of these efforts.

Association was formed to deal with the issue.   

Pat Brush, Vice-Chair of Technical Council, and I are 

both members of the task force.  Recently, the 

Association advertised for the position of Chief 

Information Officer (CIO).  About 200 people applied.  

The group was narrowed down to 16 who had phone 

interviews, and 3-4 finalists will be interviewed in 

Pittsburgh by the end of September.  The goal is to 

have the CIO in place in time to influence 2010 

budget decisions. 

The CIO will review existing IT-

related operations and make 

suggestions for improvements.  

These may include consolidation/interlacing of some 

functions, outsourcing of others, and enhancements 

to a variety of electronic communications.  The 

question is what Technical Council and the TCCs 

would like to see.  The following are some 

possibilities; they are by no means exhaustive. 

 Have the Association maintain TC and 
TCC membership information in its 
database and make such affiliations 
obtainable in the membership and TC-
related directories 

 Arrange for TC and TCC web pages, 
chat rooms, and other forms of 
electronic communication, including 
web-based conferencing and meetings 

 Arrange for automatic notification of

Please let Pat Brush and me know what your 

prioritized needs, desires, and suggestions are for IT 

improvements. 

3.  Providing information to TCCs on interests 

of new and returning members so that they 

can recruit new members 

This year the membership renewal form was revised 

so that the interest areas directly correspond to the 

TCCs.  I participated in a beta test of the new system 

and distributed the information on new and 

renewing member interests to TCC officers just prior 

to the 2009 ACE.  I also included contact information 

on presenters in TCC sessions from recent ACEs.  The 

test covered about a 1-month period and had about 

50 new members who expressed some interest in 

Technical Council or TCC areas and about 450 

renewing members who did the same.  I would like 

to hear from you if the information and effort was 

helpful.  I have not received another set of reports, 

but have asked headquarters to start sending them.  

How do you want these reports to be used?  Do you 

want them monthly or quarterly?  Do you want them 

directly or prefer that some pre-screening and 

coordination occur?  Please let Lee Lundberg, 

Technical Council Coordinator for Recruiting and 

Training, and I know what you might prefer and any 

other suggestions you might have on related matters 

(such as the future use of key words). 

Other potential recruits to TCCs and Technical 

Council may come from Sections and Chapters 

Leadership Training and the new Young 

Professionals (YP) Advisory Council.  In responding to 

volunteers from the Leadership Training programs, 

one issue came up that is likely to be a common one 

ς the desire to participate in a TCC, but with limited 

ability to attend the ACE.  Send Lee and I any ideas 

you may have on how to effectively deal with this 

issue.  Officers for the YP committees are in the 

process of being determined and I will report back to 

you on their liaisons to Technical Council and 

possible ways of incorporating their needs into the 
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Technical Program.  Your suggestions are also 

needed on how to best have this happen. 

 

4.  Training and mentoring of TCC officers 

 

Some existing and incoming TCC officers are old 

hands at conducting TCC business and planning for 

the next ACE, but others are not.  We used to have a 

Technical Council leadership training session, but it 

was difficult to fit it into the program at the ACE and 

attendance was low.  We eventually plan to make 

some of the materials that were used for the training 

session available on the web.  However, I want any 

current or future TCC officer who would like a better 

understanding of what they are supposed to do and 

ways to do it, to contact Lee Lundberg, Pat, Delbert, 

or myself and we will find someone to work with 

you.  As we try to increase TCC membership, and 

have active participation and officers from new 

members, training and mentoring will become more 

important.  

 

5.  Principal Areas and Principal Area Leads 

(PALs) for 2010 ACE 

A focus area is essentially a TCC name while Principal

interests.  The PAs were to be limited to about six, 

but the key was that they should be general and 

short.  A TCC designates a lead individual for a 

particular PA.  This Principal Area Lead (PAL) may be 

a TCC officer or a TCC member.  In some cases, 

she/he may be a member of another TCC with which 

a particular TCC is collaborating.   

The most important thing a PAL needs to do is to 

solicit abstracts for his/her PA.  So use the time 

NOW to solicit abstracts (especially poster 

abstracts).  Despite keeping the PAs for the Call for 

Abstracts short and general, nothing prevents the 

PAL or other TCC officers or members from soliciting 

abstracts with a specific (and perhaps narrow) topic 

in mind.  Should enough abstracts be received for a 

given PA, the PAL becomes the session chair or co-

chair. 

PALs will be designated by PA, but will have access 

to all abstracts submitted to the TCC; more than one 

PAL may be designated for a PA (to encourage co-

sponsorship and collaboration with other TCCs); and 

one PA should be designated for posters only.  

Remember, at the ACE in Calgary there will be one 

time period with only posters and no competing 

paper sessions.

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ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT (EM) GROUP

With a name as broad as "environmental 

management" the EM Group could conceivably 

encompass all the Association's activities!  But, not 

to worry, no "coup" is being contemplated. 

As TC members well know, the EM Group is 

composed of five major divisions: 

 Effects (EE) 

 Industrial Processes (EI) 

 Program Administration (EP)

Within the EE Division, the Odors Committee (EE-6) 

and Risk Assessment/Management Committee (EE-

5) have long histories of active participation.  Co-

sponsorship of specialty conferences with the Water 

Environment Federation (WEF) and International 

Water Association (IWA) have long been a highlight 

of EE-6 activity.  EE-1 continues to work on getting 

previous and new members from the health effects 

community to participate in A&WMA activities.  The 

Ecological Effects (EE-2) and Homeland & 

Environmental Security (EE-7) Committees are 

currently hibernating due to low participation, but 

both are worthy of re-activation if a new cadre of 

motivated leaders can be found.  The viability of the 

EE Division is very important because most of what 

all the other A&WMA groups, divisions and 

committees do is directly or indirectly related to 

preventing adverse effects. That, in part, is why 

A&WMA exists. Thus, continued efforts to recruit 

new and active members into the EE Division 

committees are essential. 

 

EI Division, with its six TCC's, is a very active division 

representing many of the major industrial source 

categories, which require effective management in 

order to minimize their potential health and 

environmental impacts.  The interaction between 

committee members both during and outside 

A&WMA-sponsored activities contributes 

significantly to the identification of air and waste 

issues and the development of effective 

management strategies to address those issues. 

EP Division, as most Divisions, is grappling with the 

issues of how to increase membership as well as 

active participation in its TCC's.  Providing quality 

information to its members, in large part through 

high quality programs at the ACE, is believed to be a 

key element in addressing those issues.  To that end, 

the EP committees have populated the Principal 

Areas for the 2010 ACE with many quality ideas, 

which should result in many informative sessions.  

Recognizing that good ACE sessions are not enough, 

the TCCs are also focusing on substantive issues 

affecting environmental professionals in their daily 

work.  For example, the EHS Auditing & 

Management Systems Committee (EP-8) is 

examining the link between EHS management 

systems, auditing and detail management systems

sustainability efforts.  The Public Participation 

Committee (EP-5) is investigating both mandatory

The committee has found that 

technical issues are often not the driving forces

has become increasingly important for successful 

projects.  The TCC's continue to collaborate in their 

efforts to make the Division an effective provider of 

information that is useful to current members and 

that attracts new members. 

In the previous issue of the TC Commentateur, Flint 

Webb presented an excellent description of the 

recent history and activities of the ES Division, which 

requires no reiteration.  I will only add that a 

proposal has been made by some members of the 

Resource Conservation and Waste Management 

(RCWM) Group to merge one or more ES 

committees with RCWM committees due to 

seemingly common and overlapping interests.  The 

discussion and debate on this proposal has been 

lively and continues. 

The ET Division is very much alive and produced 

over two dozen papers and panels at the 2009 

Detroit ACE.  The connections between 

transportation, air quality, energy demand, global 

climate change, and sustainability are evident and 

make this an extremely important area of 

environmental management.  ET has great potential 

to expand its membership and contributions to 

addressing these national and global issues.
